Course Purpose: Through a review of Bible doctrines, a study of church history and an examination of problems Christian teens
face today, Living Christianity provides a workshop in which the Holy Spirit can touch the lives of students to
help them live their Christianity every hour of every day whether in school, in their home, or in the community.

Course Outcomes:

e The students will have a working understanding of the basic doctrines of Christianity with an ability to witness and defend their
Christian faith on the basis of the inerrant Word of God and natural knowledge of God.

e The students will integrate the lessons of Church History (that is, God’s dealings with believers of the past) into their lives as
believer today.

e The students will evaluate current issues facing Christian teens in the light of God’s Word.

e The students will understand and explain the way Lutherans worship, enabling them to enrich their own public and personal
worship life.

e The students will survey their spiritual gifts and decide how to best use their time, talents and treasures to give glory to God.

e The students incorporate their writing and speaking skills as they express their faith and God’s truths, both in a written and oral
fashion.

e The students will commit to memory words and concepts from God’s Word.

Course goals:
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The student will

e Appreciate personal Bible study and make it a habit in their life.
e Begin to understand and use appropriately Law and Gospel.
e Be motivated by the love of Jesus to let their light shine in a sin-darkened world.

Introductory Remarks

e Somewhere in the year a witnessing technique (eg. God’s Great Exchange, or Talk about the Savior) should be learned by the
students. The most likely places to carry this out would be in the doctrine section or in the Modern Threats to Faith unit.
